The channel became more

balanced after Michael Jackson released his famous album Thriller. s

MTV executives soon realized that black artists were equally as popular

as white artists.

Throughout the 80s and 90s, MTV popularized heavy metal, rap,

hip hop, and alternative rock. However, over time

. It diversified into soap operas, celebrity

shows, animation, and reality TV programs. The channel was criticized

for showing too few music videos. But executives could see that the

new shows were popular. Consequently, they kept up the more varied

program schedule.

Now, MTV is aired in 160 countries, in 30 languages. It continues to

influence both music and popular culture around the world.
